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Infection Control


POLICY
Medical waste and lab specimens are handled in a way that protects the staff member and others from exposure to contaminants by being disposed of properly. 

PROCEDURE
The staff member takes all appropriate steps to prevent exposure to bloodbourne pathogens and biohazardous waste by adhering to the following:

1. Always wear gloves when handling medical waste.

2. Always double bag infectious waste (i.e. soiled dressings, used gloves). The infectious waste is placed in one plastic bag, tied and placed in a second plastic bag. 

3. The double bagged waste may be disposed of in the patient’s trash.
4. Hands should be washed as soon as possible after handling medical waste. 
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
